How to apply 
Girls who wish to apply will need to 
be referred by a social worker from 
non-government organizations, 
schools or Social Welfare 
Department. Each application is        
waitlisted and handled by the 
Central Referral System for 
Residential Child Care Services 
(CRSRC). After receiving the 
referral from CRSRC, the hostel 
conducts the intake and admission 
procedures and the girls can be 
admitted to the hostel.
